You don’t have to have a Zoom camera set up to attend the zoom meeting.
You will be able to see and hear but not be able to be seen or heard by in-
stalling the Zoom program on your computer. If you don’t already have the
Zoom application installed on your PC or smart phone, it’s best to do that ahead of
time. Navigate to https://zoom.us/download and download the “Zoom Client For
Meetings”.

It'll ask for your e-mail address and have you create a personal password.  Alter-
natively, if you click the link in the e-mail, it’ll automatically prompt you to down-
load and install the app the first time you try to join a meeting. Enter the meeting
ID and the password and follow the prompts.

One of the things you’ll find helpful during the meeting is to select “Speaker View”
instead of “Gallery View” in the upper right corner of the screen. This will bring the
selected image into full-screen.

Double-click on the image you want to display in speaker view. During the club
meeting, we’ll probably mute everyone, so the presenter’s voice doesn’t cut out. If
you want to ask a question, we’re suggesting you use the chat feature.
